All students applying for enrolment at New Primary State School are required to attend  
an enrolment interview with our Principal or Deputy Principal.

These are the steps for your child’s Enrolment Application process. 

In addition to the above documents, please provide any additional information you may have  
to support your child’s transition to South Rock State School. Such information may include:

• Paediatric reports/letters
• Speech Language assessments/reports
• Occupational Therapy reports

• Cognitive assessments/results
• Referral letters

When returning your child’s enrolment information, we will ensure all the appropriate documentation  
is provided and schedule an enrolment interview for you and your child to attend, this interview will  
be held at Yarrabilba State Secondary College.

Please allow at least 1 hour for your allocated interview time. During your scheduled interview time,  
you will:

1. View our enrolment information video
2. Meet with either one of our Deputy Principals or Principal to get to know your child
3. Meet with our Business Manager to discuss our Student Resource Scheme.
4. Discuss sizing and attending our try on day to order your child’s 2023 South Rock Uniform.

A separate  
form is needed for each student being enrolled.

Two (2) current sources of evidence proving your principal place of residence  
is within school’s catchment. Please ensure the below documents are uploaded to  
your online Enrolment Application. You will be requested to bring the originals to  
your child’s Enrolment Interview. 
• One primary source – a current rental/lease agreement, or rates notice,  

or unconditional contract of sale; AND
• One secondary source – a utility bill (e.g. electricity, gas) showing the same  

address and parent’s/legal guardian’s name.

Bring for sighting an original copy of your child’s birth certificate/passport if:
• Your child is commencing Prep OR
• Your child has not attended a state school in Queensland
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
